Hi st orical Background

Casa de Tesoro, "House of Treasure" is a unique residential structure |ocated in what was once
uni ncorporated Santa Cl ara County. Construction on this adobe house was begun in 1935, and

t here have been only two subsequent owners. The second owner" added an extensive new wing in
1967, utilizing the same custom nade adobe bricks used to build the original section. The

addi tion was designed in the sane Spanish Eclectic style, with red tile roof and arches.

It is the first of two structures constructed of adobe in Saratoga, the other being Casa de
Tesoro, a 13,000 square foot M ssion-style house on Quito Road built with adobe bricks in 1941
- 43.

Ar chitectural Context

Hans Sunpf (1914-1985) was founder of Hans Sunpf Conpany, Inc, of Madera, nanufacturer of made-
to-order Mssion-clay roofing tiles. The conpany had a 70-year history, closing in |ate 2005.
They perfected a durable, waterproof adobe brick, and created a unique ceranmic mlieu of

scul ptured wall surfaces in clay. Hans Sunpf, was born in Coalinga, California, in 1914, the
son of German inmrgrants. He studied engineering at Stanford. He partnered with George
MacFadden, and established his business in the 1930s making bricks with an asphalt enul sion. He
executed the restoration of Mssion San Juan Bautista, and the M ssion San Jose reconstruction.
