Typical of the early local National style, this two-story house has the distinctive
proportions of a balloon-frane building, including a raised rectangular footprint, sinple
rectangul ar footprint, and noderately steep gabled roof line with shall ow boxed eaves.
Detailing dating fromthe era includes its reported redwood framng, its flat-board trim and
the proportions of the upper story. The house has |large nulti-paned wi ndows around the entire
house; many of these are alterations fromthe twentieth century. The walls are clad a variety
of sidings: shiplap and cl apboard, as well as vertical board and batten; the latter is on a
shed-type addition at the corner of the house. The entrance porch has a snall gable roof.
Porches have been encl osed, and other minor alterations have taken place over time. Several
out bui I di ngs are also on the property.

The residence was constructed in 1858 and was the residence of Henry Jarboe. Jarboe cane to
Saratoga in 1852 and was the town's first blacksnmith. He was al so an active comunity | eader
serving in 1863 as as a nenber of a conmmittee formed to survey and construct a road across the
nmountains to Santa Cruz. In that sane year he was appoi nted one of six original trustees of the
Madr oni a Cenmetery Associ ation. Jarboe al so hel ped organize the first school in Saratoga. After
Jar boe' s ownership, the house was owned by Walter E. Herriman.

Integrity

Al 't hough altered over tine with additions and some wi ndow repl acements, the house retains
adequat e character-defining architectural design, workmanship and naterials, as well a

conpati ble setting and original |ocation, and the property continues to represent the historic
associ ations and feelings of this residence.
