Hi st orical Background

Consi dered Saratoga's oldest institution,the first burial at Madronia Cenetery was in 1854 on

| and that at that tine was open land on the outskirts of town. Soon other burials followed and
it becane apparent the need for a formal public cenetery site. In 1863 Don Jose Ranbn Arguel |l o,
princi pal owner of the Quito Rancho, donated two acres surrounding the burial sites to the
community for a public cenmetery. The name for the cenetery, Madronia, was taken fromthe
nmadrone trees that once covered the site. The Madroni a Cenetery Association was fornmed in 1863
to oversee and operate the cenetery. The land and plots continued to be beset by upkeep and
financial issues and in 1926, the legislature formed a special district for cenmetery operation.
The Saratoga Cenetery District was formally incorporated August 1, 1927. Today, the cenetery
functions as a 'park-like atnosphere' and continues to be used for burials. Notable burials

i ncl ude Mary Ann Day Brown (second wife of Abolitionist John Brown), Sam C oud (Saratoga
nerchant), Reverend Edwin Sidney 'Everlasting Sunshine' WIlians (Saratoga Bl ossom Festi val
founder), Frank Joseph Dorsa, Sr. (co-founder of Eggo Food Products) and Mark Bi ngham
(passenger on Flight 93 on Sept. 11, 2001).

Integrity

The property continues to change slowy over tine, as it is a working cenetery; however, the
setting, naterials, and workmanshi p has remai ned consistent with the original design, and the
property represents the historical associations and feelings of the outdoor resource.
