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This one-story cottage typifies a National-style Victorian farmhouse design that has been 
relocated and slightly altered over time. It features a truncated main hipped roof accented by
a projecting gabled wing at the front facade. Centered within the gable is an angled bay 
window with a Mansard roof. The gable end is clad in alternating horizontal rows of diamond, 
squares, and dog-eared shingle patterns. Typical of the late nineteenth century, the house is
clad in  channel-rustic siding. Fenestration consists primarily of 1/1 double-hung wood 
windows,and the house features a simple framed pattern in stained glass in the upper sash of 
the bay window. There are two doors; both have transoms. The front porch is "L"-shaped; its 
handrail and materials indicate that the structure is not original; however, there are simple
corner brackets that are compatible with the Victorian era. This house was renovated in the 
19080s, when it was raised several feet to make space for the parking underneath.

Historical Background
This circa-1895 residence is one of the last structures of its style in the Saratoga Village 
area. The house was originally located on a corner site at Oak Street and Saratoga-Los Gatos 
Road, but was relocated to accommodate the construction of the Village Library in 1927. The new
parcel was a 50' x 150' rectangular lot that ran from Lumber Street (now Big Basin Way) along 
Sixth Street. This property changed ownership several times before 1944, when the rear 50' x 
50' portion (on which this house sits) was subdivided off by the Hales. It was named the Nardie
House in recent times. The house was rehabilitated in 1987, converting it from a residence to 
an office.

Integrity
Although altered with a new raised garage at the ground floor, the house retains adequate 
character-defining architectural design, workmanship and materials, as well as a historic 
location and residential setting, and the property continues to represent the historical 
associations and feelings of this house.
