This one-story residence is a classic Queen Anne cottage, one of few remaining in Saratoga.
Typi cal of Victorian-era design, the house has a hipped main roof, a front accent gable, an
i nset porch, and is rai sed above grade. The front bay w ndow has carved fan brackets at each
corner, which support the accent gable above. Around the wi ndows are rai sed panels. The wi de,
panel ed bargeboard is trinmmed with scroll corbels, a spindl ewrk arch, and a button sunbur st
at the apex. Wthin the gable ends are fishscale shingles and ornately trinmed vents. The
front porch, reportedly not original to the house but appropriate in design and trim has
turned post, a spindl ewrk spandrel beam jigsawn corbels, and a | ow porch railing. The frame
structure has high ceilings with tall doubl e-hung wi ndows. The siding is horizontal channel
rustic. The rear has been renodeled with the addition of a sun room bedroom and bedroom at
the basenent |evel.

Hi st orical Background

Thi s el aborate Queen Anne cottage was built about 1897 by d arence George. The Saratoga
Congregati onal Church purchased it for a missionary rest center in 1907, for use by nenbers of
the Saratoga M ssionary Settlement. This group was organized in April 1900 through the efforts
of Reverend "Sunshine" WIlians and the Saratoga Congregational Church. Their goal was to give
counsel, confort and assistance to returned m ssionaries, especially those fromthe area.

Al t hough the group worked to raise funds for a building, their plans never devel oped. The
nmenbers used this cottage as a retreat for Reverend Cole, whose health was inpaired by his

nm ssionary work in Al aska. For nmany years, church services were available at this residence.
The Knapp family lived in this house from 1909 to 1918.

Integrity

Al t hough slightly altered by a rear addition, the house retains adequate character-defining
architectural design, workmanship and naterials, as well as a historic location and setting
wi thin Saratoga Village, and the property continues to represent the historical associations
and feelings of this residence.
