Thi s one-and-one-hal f-story house is a symmetrical Craftsman bungal ow fromthe begi nning of
the twentieth century. The exterior is stucco with wood trim wood sash are doubl e hung,
including traditional focal wi ndows with fixed central w ndows and wi ndow boxes. A w de gable
dormer punctuates the side-gabled roofline, mirroring the one-story gabled front porch bel ow
The heavy porch posts rest on tapered stucco pedestals that enclose the concrete front stoop.
The house has flared bargeboards with notched ends; these are supported on knee braces.
According to City records, a significant |andscape feature is the pair of date pal ms flanking
the entrance on Saratoga Avenue and the mature live valley oak in the center of the gravel
drive that |eads to the house.

c) the property enbodies distinctive characteristics of the Craftsman style, type and peri od.

Rawdon Del| Ranch appears eligible for the California Register of Hi storical Resources under
Criterion (3), as the house enbodi es the distinctive characteristics of the Craftsman house-
type within Saratoga's City of Hones period.

Hi st orical Background

This property is the remaining portion of a much |arge ranch purchased by John Hinsley

Ell sworth in 1878 fromthe original Quito |and grant. John Ellsworth had emigrated to the
United States fromEngland in 1857. He cane to California in 1859, and apparently cane to Santa
Clara Valley fromVirginia Gty in 1878 when he purchased property near Saratoga. A year later
hi s younger brother and sister-in-law Simeon and Jane (Craven) Ellsworth joined himand
acquired interest in the property. The original property consisted of a large triangular parcel
57-acres in size northwest of Saratoga Creek, including | and between Saratoga Creek and

Sar at oga Avenue from about Fruitval e Avenue southwest to about Las Casitas Court. The early
property was cleared and initially devel oped and by the early 1880s the brothers had pl ant ed
about 15 acres of grapes and other acreage in orchards. At the tinme John Ellsworth purchased
the property in 1878, there was about an acre of M ssion grapes, perhaps planted during the
rancho period. By 1887 the Ellsworth brothers were producing about 10,000 gal |l ons of wi ne. By
1903 the | and had been split between the brothers, the subject property within the John

El | sworth portion. By 1914 this 32-acre portion of the original property was owned by John and
El i za John Smith. It was during this ownership period that the Smith's apparently built the
house now known as Rawdon Dell, the name referring to Rawdon, England from where John and Eliza
had emigrated. In nore recent tines the property was subdivi ded, portions now devel oped for
housi ng and a school .

The current owner provided information in teh 1980s that she is a descendant of the original
owners, the famly line including El |l sworth-Snmith-Currier-Jorgensen fanmlies that have lived on
t he property.

Integrity

The house retains its architectural design, workmanship and materials, as well as a conpatible
setting and original location, and the property continues to enbody the historical associations
and feelings of this residence.
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
